Funding crisis for Cycling for All 
Please support Cycling for All during 2010/11 so it can weather the recession and credit crunch. At the moment it is in danger of closing from April 2010 (except for about 8 sessions during the year) due to lack of funding. If that happens, Croydon will lose a flagship UK project and lots of disabled people won’t be able to cycle each week.

· is recognised by Pro-active South London and the Sports Forum for Disabled People as a good model of encouraging disabled people to participate in physical activity. 
· has a positive impact on the lives of the disabled people who come cycling. 68% feel better as a result of cycling with us, 79% feel physically fitter and 84% have fun (2009).
· has the widest range of 3 and 4 wheeled cycles in the UK. 

· has over 300 disabled people registered, with the same number again of family members and support workers. 
· has about 35 groups and centres (including the Council’s Resource Bases) using it on a regular basis.
